This style is based on the Article class with minor changes for the abstract and using Times Roman as default font body text 12. 

Please read through the following sections for more information on preparing your paper. However, if you use the template you do not have to worry about setting margins, page size, etc. as the template already has the correct dimensions.

2 Goal of the template : the publication of the articles

The template allows us to publish quickly your article on our website and on HAL-SHS (http://halshs.archives-ouvertes.fr/) in January 2014.

Moreover, rules of presentation described in following sections are general as to publish articles in scientific reviews. The publication of a special numero in a scientific review of articles from the conference is planned for the end of 2014.

3 Presentation of articles

Articles may be written in French as well as in English. 

The first page of the submitted papers will include the title, the name of the author(s) and academic position, as well as the abstracts in French or/and in English, and possibly in a third language if useful. 
The lenght of the abstract is about 2000 characters, spaces included. 
The paper should be no longer than 50.000 characters, spaces included. 
4 Format of title of section 1

Use style “Section 1”.
4.1 Format of title of subsection: section 2

Use style “Section 2”.
Format of title of subsection: section 3

Use style “Section 3”.
5 Format

Text should be produced within the dimensions shown on these pages; 4 cm sides, 3 cm top and bottom margin.

5.1 Spacing

You must use single line spacing. 

Between the end of one section and the title of the next one, spaces are automatically generated by style.
5.2 Fonts

Font sizes and styles are defined in the respective paragraph styles.

Section and subsection titles should use their own styles, “Section 1”, “Section 2” and “Section 3”, respectively (See the part “Format of title”). It should be pointed that text immediately after a section title should use “Normal” style.
For the title of abstract, use “AbstractHeading” style. For the text of the abstract, use “Abstract” style.

5.3 Added documents

Tables

Titles have to be placed above the tables, preceded by “Table” and the number identifies the table. The style is “Title of figures”. 

Sources for the tables have to appear underneath them, justified and preceded by “Source:”. The style is ‘Source of figures”.

6 References

6.1 References in text

References have to be cited by author’s name and date of publication and even the page of the citation as following presentation : NAME (2013) or NAME (2013 : 20) or (NAME, 2013) or (NAME, 2013 : 20).
6.2 Presentation of references 

References have to appear in a separated, unnumbered section called “References”. The title “References” has to be typed using the “References Title” style. 
References have to be sorted alphabetically. References are typeset using the “References” style.
You can use the following as examples to format the main types of references:
Book: Dupont D., 2006, Title, Edition place: publisher, xx p.

Edited and collective book: Dupont D., Dupond D. (dir), 2006, Title, Edition place: publisher, xx p.

Book chapter: Dupont D., 2006, “Chapter title”, in Dupond D., Book title, Edition place: publisher, pp. xx-xx
Article: Dupont D., 2006, “Article title”, Name of the review, vol. x, N° x, pp. xx-xx

Article on line: Dupont D., 2006, “Article title”, Name of the review, vol. x, N° x, pp. xx-xx, on line the xx xx xxxx, consulted on xx xx xxxx, URL: http://reviewwebsite/XXX

Web site: Name of the web site, http://websiteaddress/, on line the xx xx xxxx, consulted on xx xx xxxx 
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
